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AFTER SCHOOL CENTRES

We expanded this year and currently run 4 after school centres in Old and New Crossroads, Nyanga, and
Gugulethu at Imbasa, Siyazingisa, John Pama and Nomlinganiselo Primary Schools. Activities include Music,
Dance, Creative Arts, HIV / Aids Peer Education, Greening and Environment, Sport and Foundation Phase. We
have increased the number of classes by a total of 15 which created more jobs in addition to reaching more
children.

We will be opening a 5th after school centre at Crystal House with sport, music and life skills to start with. We
plan to open 3 more centres during 2010 in Manenberg, Phillipi & Khayelitsha as well as increase the number
and variety of activities at all centres.

We were extremely excited to received 35 laptops from Close the Gap in Belgium which enables us to teach
computer classes to over 100 children a week ¢ a welcome addition to our programmes. Adding to this is
another 2 laptops we received from Friends Beyond Borders and the World Mind Network.

A partnership with World Film Collective enabled 12 learners to conceptualise, shoot, direct and edit a short
film. Oliver Keune from Germany volunteered in film making and we are excited that he will run a filming and
computer class throughout 2010 at our after schools.

YOUTH READING ROLE MODEL LITERACY PROGRAMME

Takes place in 15 township schools to improve reading, love for books, public speaking and confidence in the
youth. Guest readers and interactive participation is an important component as they motivate the learners,
share their life stories and other valuable lessons. Different learners are chosen as ushers, spokesperson
introducing the guest reader, etc .

GREENING & ENVIRONMENTAL

We successfully run vegetable gardens in 6 schools: Sokhanyo, Sigcawu, Walter Teka, Bonga, { U a,l NE Qa
Vukukhanya. Lewis Group and Heart Foundation confirmed a further donation of food tents for next year. We

had a donation of fertilizer from Neutrog which we used in all the gardens. The schools are excited about their

gardens and buy some of their own seeds and have been harvesting for the school kitchens as well as selling it

to raise funds for the school. We have shown them how to keep record of what they sold and the profit they

made. The schools planted variations of onions, pumpkins, potatoes, tomatoes, green peppers, carrots,

cabbages, spinach and broccoli. We have also had success with some of the community getting involved in
maintaining the gardens and became members of the local gardeners club.

We ran Environmental clubs at Nomlinganiselo and Siyazingisa primary schools with field trips organised for
the children 12 9 RA (K { (i SZBrdweiENSture? REséinfe, | SijfidRndine Nature Reserve, Kirstenbosch
Botanical Gardens and Athlone Refuse Centre. We plan to grow to 8 clubs in 2010. We teach them about
recycling, global warming, how to plan a garden, how to plant roses, how they can make a difference, etc.

We received welcome plant donations from Wendy Ackerman, Pierre Jannsens (Spekboom Plant), Plant Culture
and Ferndale Nurseries, compost donated by J A Compost Suppliers and seeds from Starke Ayres.
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and the plants are now flowering.

HIV/AIDS PREVENTION & PEER EDUCATION PROGRAMME

Runs in all 4 after school centres. We also have a facilitator responsible for sessions during school hours,
workshops and debate sessions. After every session, the facilitator does an assessment with the learners to
make sure that they understood the topic very well. A variety of dynamic, young and vibrant volunteers
contributed to the standard of the program with their knowledge and participation.
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abstinence, be faithful, condomisation, motivation, substance abuse, self esteem, HIV/Aids, teenage
pregnancy, making informed choices, etc. After every topic the group has open discussions and debate.

The children in this programme have increased and are showing leadership qualities, taking control when the
facilitator is not there and doing icebreakers without being asked.

We launched the Girls Empowerment M2 @SYSy i Ay al NOK |yR 2dz2NJ YFAY F2O0c
and challenges affecting girls within the community, to equip them with a revised sense of leadership, assist
them to visualise the bigger picture by implementing an effective and sustainable monthly girls club for the
young girls in our community, empower them at a young age so we would have a chance of reducing teenage

pregnancy. This was the beginning of our teenage pregnancy prevention program. We had guests from New

Students have continued with the Peace Pal Program writing to students overseas and look forward to
receiving letters from their Peace Pals. They have been updating each other about what is happening in their
countries. It has been a great experience for our children as it is improving their English, presentation skills and
update on what is happening around the world.

We started the Walk & Talk project where peer educators go into their communities and reach peers with
information about HIV/AIDS. This has enabled them to become better peer educators, improve their skills,
become empowered, being able to apply what they learned in classes the peer educators realize the
importance of what they are doing and experience an increase in self-esteem and self-confidence.

From 12-15 October we hosted a Candle Light Ceremony with children from all our programmes to support and
give Hope for the Infected, Affected and remember those who have passed away due to HIV/Aids.

We held a debate between Nomlinganiselo and John Pama children and the topic was on 16days of activism
focusing on abuse. The students were well prepared and fantastic. Before the debate they had a brief

workshop on abuse where they were divided into 4 groups of 15, given 3 questions to brainstorm and present

MUSIC PROGRAMME

The Music Programme runs in all the centres and we have outreach programmes to Bishops, Hugo Lambrechts
Music Centre & Cape Philharmonic. Children learn to read music, are taught listening skills, instruments, voice
training and perform at various events, growing their confidence. Some classes also do collaborations with
dance groups and the choir, keeping it interesting.

Special Gratitude to Musequality World Busk and Classic FM South Africa for helping to raise money for the
Amy Biehl Foundation Trust, through radio and on the World Busk on June 14th.

Volunteer Kate Kraft, taught 3 students to play the drum kit and that gave a new energy and creativity from
facilitator and students alike and keyboard was taught by Allison and Ally. Brian taught guitars two days per
week and we were able to appoint a full time facilitator at the beginning of September.

Aviva Pelham tirelessly works with our groups taking them to a new level. She is amazing and we are so
grateful to her. The choir worked hard on increasing their repertoire and Marc Murray has been giving up his
time to work with the choir at least once a week.

At the beginning of the third term we introduced violins at Nomlinganiselo and 12 students from Imbasa brass
band were accepted to be part of the Cape Philharmonic Youth Orchestra development classes every Saturday.

Volunteer Arif Montsi oversaw the recorders and violins class at John Pama. The violins made big strides and
the learners are very enthusiastic, improved their repertoire, numbers and performances, even at the wine
launch. Thanks to Arif's spirit and dedication towards the learners most of them were accepted for the Hugo
Lambrechts music project for 2010.

OUTREACH: BISHOPS

The guitar class from Sokhanyo Primary is taught by Mike Hoole and violins from Liwa and Thembani Primary
taught by Titia Blake. They are both amazing and dedicated teachers.

OUTREACH: HUGO LAMBRECHTS MUSIC CENTRE

Thanks to Charlene Bogenhagen who oversaw the string project. The children performed for 20 people at a
picnic hosted by Hugo Lambrechts Music Centre in March. The second term they formed a string ensemble and
have been performing more; they were rated an A for their performance at the Stellenbosch Eisteddfod. 20
learners went for auditions in October and 10 were accepted with more going for auditions next year.

OUTREACH: CAPE PHILHARMONIC YOUTH ORCHESTRA

The brass children went for assessment in January and 12 were successful. They have been attending classes
every Saturday at Goodhope Seminary in town. Their progress has been very good. They completed theory
examination and there has been major improvement in their sight reading and playing.

OUTREACH: UCT STRINGS

9 children have been attending the classes and hope to start classes again early in the new year.

We were again privileged to have the Milton Jazz Academy perform at our Township Jazz Festival in March.
They also visited and played at our After School Centres. CODA also performed at the Festival.

DEPARTMENT OF CULTURAL AFFAIRS & SPORT CAMP

Students attended a youth camp at Melkbos for music development in which they were taught by professional
musicians, 8 L2 Y a2 NBR o6& (KS t NRPROAYOAIlIf D2@OSNYyYSyid 2F GKS
Sport. The camp concluded with a concert showcasing the talent of the youth. The musicians that were

working with these children were lan Smith, Camillo Lombard, Steffi Van Dyk, etc. They also had sessions on life

skills that were done by Kolping, C.0.A.S.T. and Western Cape Musicians Association. This was a very powerful
experience for all as they have never experienced doing music on this level and under such pressure due to

time. The performance was of top quality.

MUSIC WORKSHOP

Thanks to the Artscape Theatre, 60 students were invited to the productiz Y 2 F & . NRB liRdnk & al
where our students watched local soloists perform numbers from popular musicals.

A partnership with the Novalis Institute saw us host workshops with Ha-Man Francois Le Roux at Siyazingisa,
Sokhanyo and Nomlinganiselo schools in September. He is a professional cellist and the workshops were
interactive, motivational and fun.

CREATIVE ARTS

We taught modern, traditional, gumboots, kwaito dance classes and have 2 ballet outreach programmes.

OUTREACH: ZAMA DANCE SCHOOL & CAPE TOWN CITY BALLET

20 children attended ballet classes at Cape Town City Ballet and Zama Dance
School. Thanks to all our partners for giving us the means to bring creativity to the
lives of the children, especially Keith McIntosh and Arlene Westergaard.

Our beading, painting, pottery and drama classes are doing very well and the children are making beautiful
items. Thanks to Bead Merchants of Africa for all the beading supplies.

SPORTS PROGRAMME

A highlight was the annual Northern Irish Hockey and Soccer clinic in August when Eric Jenkinson and 5
volunteers from the Lurgan Ladies Hockey club - Alan Webster, Nigel McCann, Alex Jenkinson, Zoe Alan, and
Matthew Heaney, visited us once again for another week of hockey and soccer coaching and training. They also
donated 5 000 pounds to the Foundation! The children are from Manenberg, Langa and Gugulethu and aged
10-15yrs. Lungile from the Department of Sport and Cultural Affairs (SA National Hockey team) donated hockey
balls. After the week long training, the Irish put on a prize giving and each child received certificates and
medals. It was a hugely successful event.

The team put together a Mini Street Cricket Tournament which ran for 2 I
months from February, involving 6 schools. Teams played against all the
schools in their group and the top two teams played semi-finals with the B
schools from the other zone. The final was between Intshinga and Linge
Schools and Intshinga were the victors who won a trip up Table Mountain.
Western Province Cricket Union donated 12 cricket bats and 36 balls and Table
Mountain donated 10 tickets.

In February we were delighted that a Dutch hockey team ran a hockey coaching clinic for over 200 children
over 2 days. The children from Langa, Gugulethu, Nyanga & Manenberg took part.
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In April, we had a beach walk from Muizenberg to Strandfontein for 100 children from Siyazingisa, John Pama
and Nomlinganiselo Schools. The children really enjoyed the outing played games from running with egg,
marshmallows and tooth picks.

In the second term focus was on soccer. We took a group of 50 children on a stadium tour at Green Point
Stadium and 3 of our children were interviewed on SA FM sport. We also took a group of boys to trials at Ajax
Cape Town and even though they were not successful, it was a good experience.

During the June school holidays we took 120 children to the UCT winter sport programme for coaching in
rugby, soccer, basketball and hockey.

During the last term we hosted a 5-a-side tournament where we invited schools around Gugulethu, Nyanga,
New Crossroads and Old Crossroads. The exciting final was between Andile and Sonwabo Schools with
Sonwabo the victors at 3-2. The winning team received a soccer kit donated by Spur and gold medals and the
runners up silver medals.

We enrolled our hockey team with the Western Province Hockey Union and they played in the schools under
16D league - an excellent experience for the girls who play competitive games against different opponents.

Our partnership with Surf Shack saw boys learning how to surf at Muizenburg beach and our partnership with
the University of the Western Cape to teach swimming was reestablished.

14 under 11 boys from Siyazingisa attended soccer coaching clinics on Saturdays ran by Grass Boots Africa.
Hoops 4 Hope conducted a basketball class with volunteers twice a week. We have started working with
Manenberg High School in music and sport. We sent two volunteers from Germany Felix and Benjamin,
offering sport during free periods. They studied sport management and are also hockey and football players.
Volunteers from - Holland, Sanne and Jelle continued where Benjamin and Felix left off. There is a great future
for this partnership to develop going forward.

15 children go to Dragon Power Kickboxing Academy each Saturday for Muay Thai Kickboxing training under
the guidance of Quentin Chong & team.

Khayelitsha Mitchells Plain Golf Driving Range

Thanks to the generous support from CISCO, a division of Murray & Roberts the revamp of our Khayelitsha
Mitchells Plain Golf Driving Range has begun. BigShot won a tender to manage the Range for us which will see
the Youth Golf Development Programme continuing as well as bringing the community together.

SCHOOL HOLIDAY PROGRAMMES

The Foundation ran school holiday programmes in April at
Siyazingisa Primary School, in July at Nomlinganiselo Primary School
and again in September/October at Nomlinganiselo Primary School.
The aim of the school holiday programmes was that all the classes
had to train learners with something they would be able to
showcase to everyone on the last day. Programmes run were:
Recorder, Drama, Kwaito, Fabric painting, Traditional dance,
Marimba, Sport and Peer education. The idea is to keep the youths
not attending any of our camps or outings occupied.




53 children went on a hike in the Silvermine Reserve and another 25 children went on a hike in the Cecelia
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tour of the centre. As a closing off event, a picnic was arranged for 98 children.

We ran two 3 day camps during July for 110 children each at Mooihawens Youth Centre in Betty's Bay with the
0 K S YY&uth ét Riské @BF staff was supported by Sandiswe and Bonge from Love Life and ABF volunteers:

Another 400 children were treated to a picnic with lunch and dessert at Wynberg Swimming Pool.

Another group of children has been invited to attend an Outward Bound Leadership camp during mid
December.

Groups: Service Learning

Cape Peninsula University of Technology students regularly join us on projects and marketing.
51 students from Global Lead gave life skills lessons at, Imbasa Primary and Nomlinganiselo Primary, Sport,
Greening and Art at Siyazingisa, Nomlinganiselo and Imbasa Primary schools. They also sanded and painted

classrooms at Nomlinganiselo Schools.
